The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Chairman Twisdale. Jennifer and Keith Kutz at 595 PWR Loop were recognized regarding the erosion of their property from the serious drainage problems in the Happy Valley subdivision.  Director Reed explained that the situation had already been brought to his attention and was working on a solution.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bob Wilson and seconded by Commissioner Scott to approve the minutes for August.
Motion carried, none opposed.

A motion was made by Commissioner Scott and seconded by Commissioner Wooten to approve the bills in the amount of $89,277.24 for the month of August.

Motion carried, none opposed.

A motion was made by Commissioner Wooten and seconded by Commissioner Bringle to sell the 2003 New Holland TS100 tractor to the school board for $15,000.
Motion carried, Commissioner Turner abstained.

A motion was made by Commissioner Bringle and seconded by Commissioner Sterling that the meeting be adjourned.
